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@ February Presentation &
The Philippine Scouts

VGCA life member Nelson Hufano (at
left) provided an enthralling
presentation on little-known subject (at
least here in the U.S.) — the United
States Army Philippine Scouts (PS).

United States Army
Philippine Scouts (PS)

America’s Forgotten Soldiers

Nelson explained that he had a strong
personal connection with the PS — his
great grandfather was a PS. His
grandfather met his grandmother in the
PS. Being a member of the Philippine
Scouts was considered a great honor
for both the Philippine members as

oz02081 well as the U.S. officers appointed to
Jack K Lol command them.

Nelson began his presentation with some history of the Spanish-American War. On May 1%, 1898, U.S.
Admiral Dewey (of “You may fire when you are ready, Gridley” fame) achieved a decisive victory
against an over-matched Spanish fleet at the Battle of Manila Bay. At the conclusion of the war, the
United States acquired Spanish territories in the Philippines, Guam, Cuba, and Puerto Rico.

Spain had ruled the Philippine Islands for over 300 years. And for years before 1898, Philippine
insurgents had been fighting for their independence. Nelson brought up an analogy with our own
revolution. The French, a major power and peer with the British, came to our aid and were a significant
factor in American independence. The Philippine people initially welcomed U.S. aid against the Spanish,
but many thought U.S. forces would leave and the Philippines would gain independence. However,
unlike the French in North America, the U.S. did not leave. Thus began Philippine insurgency against
American troops.

The next four years (1898-1902) would become known as the Philippine-American War. The Philippine
insurgents quickly learned that the U.S. Army was better trained and had artillery, so they quit the
battlefield to fight a guerilla war. The American forces were aided by the local “Macabebe Scouts” from
the municipality of Macabebe. It was the Macabebe Scouts that first taught the Americans the water
“cure” (better known today as water boarding), called the “cure” because it was said to cure amnesia in
prisoners!

The Philippine Scouts were created by Congressional Act in 1901. The PS were to be led by U.S. officers
who were at least 2 year veterans, unmarried, and of “good moral character.” The scouts were armed with
Springfield Trapdoor Rifles chambered in .45/70 and were to be paid half of what a U.S. soldier was paid.
Enlistment in the PS was considered an honor.



Also in 1901, U.S. General Funston and the Macabebe Scouts captured Philippine President Emilio
Aguinaldo, greatly reducing the insurgency. Between 1902 and 1913, opposition against U.S. forces was
reduced to bandits, secular fanatics, and the Moros.

Moros were the original “suicide bombers.” They would tightly bind their arms and legs to reduce blood
loss if shot and, armed with knives and encouraged by narcotics, would prove nearly unstoppable. The
standard Army .38 caliber revolvers were not up to the task of stopping these attackers. Old Colt Model
1873 Single Action Army revolvers in .45 Colt were pressed into service and 4,600 Colt Model 1902
revolvers in .45 were purchased for the Philippine Constabulary. The Army would go on to develop the
Model 1911 in .45 ACP based on lessons learned from fighting the Moros. The first time the PS fought in
battle was against the Moros at Bud Bagsak in June 1913.

Starting in 1910, one outstanding PS soldier per year was sent to the U.S. Military Academy at West
Point. When U.S. Army troops left the Philippines to fight in Europe during WWI, the PS stayed behind
to defend the islands. In 1919-1920, the PS companies were reorganized into regiments in the U.S. Army.
They were designated the 43", 45" 57" Infantry Regiments, the 24™ and 25" Field Artillery Regiments,
the 26" Cavalry Regiment, and the 915 and 92" Coast Artillery Regiments. In the inter-war years,
members of these units regularly participated in the National Rifle Matches at Camp Perry. In 1937, in
preparation for Philippine Independence, these units were used to train the new Philippine Army. These
units were equipped with M1918 Browning Automatic Rifles (BARS), semi-automatic M1 Garand Rifles,
and M1928 Thompson Submachine Guns (U.S. Army units sent to reinforce the Philippines immediately
before WWI1 were still armed with M1903 Springfield bolt action rifles).

On December 8", 1941, just 10 hours after the attack on Pearl Harbor, Hawaii (but one day later due to
the International Date Line), the Japanese invaded the Philippines. Like Pearl Harbor, the U.S. fighter
and bomber aircraft were caught on the ground and largely destroyed. Without air cover, the remaining
U.S. Naval Forces withdrew to Java. Manilla was declared an Open City to prevent its destruction by the
Japanese. U.S. and Philippine ground forces fought a delaying action on the Bataan Peninsula. During
this action on January 16", 1942, the 26" Cavalry made the last cavalry charge in U.S. history. On March
11™, 1942, commanding general Douglas MacArthur was ordered to leave the Philippines so he could
later lead the counter-attack against Japan. He vowed to return! After months of fighting, low on food
and supplies, and subject to a massive Japanese artillery barrage, 76,000 U.S. and Philippines troops on
the Bataan peninsula surrendered on April 9", 1942. This is considered the greatest defeat in U.S. history.

After their surrender, many PS and Philippine Army soldiers were paroled — and quickly drifted into the
hills. They fought a guerilla war against the Japanese for the next three years. On October 20", 1944,
General MacArthur made good on his promise and returned — this time at the head of an unstoppable
force. Former PS, Philippine Army, and civilian guerillas joined with the Allied troops and became the
“New Scouts.” The Japanese fought desperately (kamikaze suicide planes were introduced at this time)
and Manila was not retaken by the Allies until March 1945.

The time period immediately after WWI1 was spent rebuilding the Philippine Army. On July 4™, 1946,
the Philippines were granted their independence by the United States. With independence, the scouts
were in a unique situation — they were members of the U.S. Army but were also citizens of a foreign
nation. The United States offered Philippine Scouts full U.S. citizenship. It is believed that ~1,000
accepted and served in other units to finish their military careers. The PS were officially disbanded in
December 1948,
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Nelson provided a detailed and entertaining look into a little-known (at least it is little-known here in the
U.S.) subject. He shared some delicious food and displayed his collection of PS uniforms (above). It was
a superb presentation enjoyed by all present!

The Civilian marksmanship Program (CMP) has announced the cancellation of
numerous upcoming events and activities due to increased health concerns
brought on by the COVID-19 virus outbreak.

CMP CANCELLATIONS
As of March 16 the following events have been cancelled or postponed:

e Advanced M1 Rifle Maintenance Class in Anniston, AL
The M1 rifle maintenance class dates canceled are March 31 through April 22. Additional classes are
scheduled beyond April 22 in various locations going forward and the CMP will advise the public
when more information is available about their status.

e JROTC National Championships at Camp Perry, OH scheduled for March 19-22.

« Rifle Match and Open Practice on Mondays at Petrarca Range at Camp Perry, OH
The rifle match scheduled for Saturday, April 5 at the electronically scored targets at Petrarca Range
at the Ohio National Guard Joint Training Site have been canceled.

CMP GARAND SALES

Each M-1 Garand rifle sold by the CMP is an authentic U.S. Government rifle that has been inspected,
headspaced, repaired if necessary and test fired for function. Every rifle is shipped with safety manual,
one eight-round clip and chamber safety flag. Orders are filled on a first-come first serve basis and rifles
of all grades are packed for shipment purely by “luck of the draw”. Rifles do not have import marks.
Prices are subject to change. If the price has changed after an order has been received, customers will be
notified before new prices are charged. They are shipped free in CMP hard rifle cases.

As of this writing, the CMP has a number of M-1
Garands for sale. These include: Field Grade Garands
between $650 and $980; Service Grade $750 (luck of the
draw for Springfield or Harrington & Richardson
manufacturer); Special Grade completely or partially
refurbished rifles for $650 to $1,050; and M1C Sniper
rifles for $2,255 and $3,055 without scope mounts,
scopes or cheek pad but does have the receiver base
installed.

CMP M-1917 SALES
There are currently no M-1917 rifles for sale. The CMP continues to receive a few dozen of these rifles

each year. All of these rifles have been on loan from the U.S. Army to chartered veterans’ organizations
for use in honor guards, funerals, and other ceremonial purposes. All are mix-masters, none are in
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original condition and are usually in overall poor condition. All sales are as-is with no returns or
exchanges.

CMP M-1903 and M-1903A3 SALES

The CMP does not expect to ever again receive large quantities of these models. Currently, M-1903 and
M-1903A3 models are not available, and CMP is not accepting orders. When it does have them all sales
are as-is with no returns or exchanges.

CMP M-1911 SALES

The CMP has not received any information about the future release of M-1911 and M-1911A1
pistols. When it does receive information it will be posted on its website.

The first item
displayed for Show-n-
Tell was a very
rough-looking Colt
Model 1873 Single
Action Army (right).
This revolver was
shared by the NRA’s
National Firearms
Museum and had a
direct link to the
night’s presentation
on the Philippine
Scouts. This
particular handgun
was captured in 1912
by a Second Lieutenant from the 18" Company, PS, from a Moros warrior on Mindanao. It has a coin
dated 1884 in the left grip. Its serial number places production near the end of 1878. If only this gun
could talk!
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The second item shared was a snub-nose
Smith & Wesson Model 15 in .357 Magnum
with night sights (at left). What make these
night sights unique is that they actually light
up! Developed by a California Police
Officer and an engineer in the early 1970s,
they were marketed as L-Tronic sights by
Cap Cresap and were approved for service
use by the Los Angeles Police Department.
A small red light projected onto white paint
around the rear sight notch while a equally
small red light was inlet into the front sight
blade. Both were powered by a rechargable
battery inside the grip frame that was good
for 6 months or about 1000 activations. The
battery could then be recharged with a 9 volt
battery withour removing the grips (see the
second photo below)! When introduced, this
simple and robust system only cost $53 to
install. To see this set up in person was very
impressive!
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Member 2 (above) shared his B&T GHM9 Generation 2 compact pistol. This semi-automatic blow back
pistol is available in 9mm Parabelum (aka 9x19 or 9mm Luger), .45 ACP, or .300 Blackout. B&T is a
Swiss company that is known for buying the patents of out-of-production firearms and then producing
them. The GHMO is also called the “Grasshopper Mouse,” named after a ferocious little African rodent
noted for eating scorpions! The GHM9 is made to compete against the Czech Scorpion and so is apply
named! Upon disassembly, there is even an engraving of a grasshopper nouse inside the lower receiver.

This example is a pistol chambered in 9mm Parabelum. It has an arm brace (not a butt stock) and
transfers like any other pistol. As such, it is not a short barreled rifle and does not require a $200 tax
stamp and 6+ month wait for approval.

Pistol caliber carbines (or in this case, a pistol with an arm brace) are a hoot to shoot. There is little felt

recoil given the weight of the gun and relatively low power cartridges and they are easy to keep on target
for quick follow-up shots. Member 2 highly endorses the GHMO for its extreme “fun factor” at the range!

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Member 3 (above) brought in his newly acquired M1903A4 snipe rifle. Remington produced between
28,365 and 29,964 from January 1943 until February 1944. The M1903A4 rifle was based on the
M1903A3 bolt action rifle and chambered in the same .30/06 caliber. Remington set aside 20,000
receivers in January 1943 for use in building sniper rifles. There were no special accuracy requirements
as the M1903A4 was only intended as a stop-gap measure until the M1C sniper was available. Issues and
delays associated with M1C meant that the M1903A4 ended up serving in every theater during WWI1 and
indeed continued to serve during the Korean War and Vietnam as well. In addition to mounting a scope,
modifications include no open sights and a change in position of the serial number on the receiver so it
wouldn’t be covered by the front scope base. This example is from the first block of M1903A4 serial
numbers and was made in March 1943. It features a 4-groove barrel, the correct M73B1 scope (the
military designation for the Weaver 330 2.5 power scope), correct Redfield mounts, and a sling dated
1944. At some point after WWII it went through the Benicia Arsenal in California and received a
replacement C-stock.

Tucked away in the hills and hollows of Huntington, West Virginia, just off Exit 8 on Interstate 64, is an
underappreciated gem of a firearms collection that is available for public viewing. | visited the museum
twice, the first time while returning from the NRA Annual Meetings in Louisville, Kentucky, with Bill
Chronister and his lovely wife Judy, and the second time in February 2020 while on the way to the Show
of Shows in Louisville. The visit to the Huntington Museum was a welcome break in the drive and a
rewarding experience both times.

The Huntington Museum’s firearms exhibit
features the private collection of noted
firearms expert Herman P. Dean, one of the
founders of the Huntington Galleries. As
one of the museum’s permanent exhibitions,
it is of historic significance, stature and
range. For the collector historic arms and
enthusiast of master gunsmithing the exhibit
is a must see if you are traveling through the
area.

An avid collector, hunter and traveler, Herman P. Dean was born in 1897 and died in in 1978. The
collection, which he donated to the Huntington Galleries is the result of a lifetime of traveling and
collecting. It starts with the crossbow and traces the manufacture and use of firearms from the earliest
hand cannon through the machine-made weapons of the 19th century that used metallic cartridges. Itis
arranged in an easy to follow, well documented, and educational layout that physically leads the visitor
through a chronological survey of historical firearms, with an emphasis on firearms and accoutrements of
the American frontier.

The logically organized display cases are well-lit and the easy-to-read signage is excellent. Each case has
an overriding theme: Tracing the Craft and History of Early Firearms; Firearms Invention: Early
Developments in Igniting the Powder, Improvements in the Lock, Mechanism, Refinements and
Diversity; The Pioneer: The Kentucky Rifle - Symbol of the American Frontier; Powder Horns:
Imaginative Containers for Gunpowder; The Golden Age: Kentucky Rifles and Pistols — Triumphs of
Craftsmanship; Westward Expansion: Traders and Trappers and the Buffalo Rifle; Decline of an Era:
Kentucky Rifles and Pistols — Converted from Flintlock to Percussion; English Arms in America: A Basis
for Later Gun Design; Martial Arms: Firearms Used in American Wars; Men Who Made the Gun: U.S.
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Leadership in Gun Invention and Manufacture; Gunmaker as Craftsman: Firearms as Examples of Fine
Design and Skilled Workmanship; Target and Hunting Guns: Developing Skill in Marksmanship; and
Tools of the Trade: Gun Making Tools and a 19th Century Rifling Bench.

The collection contains many firearms of historical significance, beautiful design and decoration, and
unique one-of-a-kind-examples from matchlocks and wheellocks through flintlocks, percussion and early
metallic cartridge guns. Indeed, some of the guns on display represent the pinnacle of artistic endeavor as
well as masterpieces of the gunmakers trade. The examples of the gunsmith’s skill and decorative arts are
stunning — especially the early wheellocks from Europe and the Middle East with their bone, ivory and
pearl inlays and etched steel engraving.
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The collection also has a special regional focus on the evolution of the Pennsylvania long rifle carried
west to Kentucky and beyond, and contains some of the finest surviving examples. Two historically
significant examples are attributed to famous American frontiersmen Simon Kenton and Daniel Boone.
The exhibit of carved and engraved powder horns contains beautiful pieces that are true American works
of art.

Occupying almost 70,000 square feet, the Huntington Museum is the largest art museum in West
Virginia. The museum's campus is also home to nature trails and a subtropical plant conservatory.
Besides the firearms collection, the museum'’s collections also American and European paintings,
sculptures, prints, and drawings, as well as an extensive collection of glass sculpture and glass pieces
manufactured in West Virginia and the Ohio Valley, American folk art, Chinese and Japanese decorative
items, Haitian art, and objects from the Near East. It has an outstanding collection of lesser-known works
by major artists, including Renoir, Winslow Homer, and others, along with a building by internationally
acclaimed architect Walter Gropius. There is also a small but quality gift shop.
